ii) Sewage Works

The Clerk notified the meeting that the retrospective planning application for the works at the Sewage Plant that were outside of the planning permission has still not yet been received again by the LDNPA following its withdrawal due to a missing ‘plan’. Resolved that Underskiddaw Parish Council continue to be very disappointed with the management of this issue by UU.

iii) Keswick School Theatre Building

The Clerk read out the response received from the LDNPA. It was noted that no response had been received from the copy of the letter that was sent to KTC or to the architect.

Public Participation

The public participation session was opened to the floor, 5 residents of Oakfield House were in attendance to raise concerns regarding planning application ref 7/2015/2165. A summary of the concerns raised are given below:

· That the proposed development doesn’t comply with the LDNPA policy on building in open countryside, if this were approved it would set a precedent for future applications and developments. It was the understanding of the residents that the LDNPA policy would allow building in the open countryside if it was a) part of a business and creating employment, b) starting a new business and creating employment, c) on the edge of a town or village and is affordable housing. This development doesn’t appear to be any of the above. 
· The new access road is very steep and would provide a dangers egress with no barrier (gate) on to the main road

· There is a water course that flows within meters of the proposed development that would potentially become contaminated during the building works
· There has already been substantial disturbance to the trees on the site, with some 5-6 already being removed, and given the proposed access routes it is like that further tree erosion will take place

The residents present confirmed that they had submitted objections individually to the LDNPA.
The members of the public present thanked the council for the opportunity to speak and for the councils work for the community.

Construction of a new dwelling

A robust and lengthy discussion took place on this item and it was resolved by all parties present that Underskiddaw Parish Council object to this proposal on the following grounds:

-That the council have concerns that this is outside of the LDNPA policy regarding building of new properties in open countryside, and in the opinion of the council this is open countryside

-The proposed access is very steep with immediate egress on to a road with no barrier (e.g. gate)

-That the site is currently covered with mature natural woodland and the proposed plans would involve the removal of a significant number of substantial trees

-There doesn’t appear to be sufficient off street parking

-That the is a water course on the site that could potentially become contaminated by any development

-That the amount of excavation and infill required to create the drive would jeopardize more of the proposed retained trees, and there is also concern about any ‘leeching’ from the drive creation materials.

In addition the council would like the LDNPA to note that there is a significant strength of local opposition to this proposal with 5 members of the public attending the council meeting at which this was discussed. Finally the Parish Council are concerned that if this development were approved it would potentially set a precedent for other devleopments in the open countryside within the National Park
