Sewage Works

Mr Simon Povey from UU attended to layout the revised Landscaping Plan for the Keswick Waste Water Treatment Works. Mr Povey circulated copies of the revised plan to all at the meeting.

Mr Simon Povey confirmed that a retrospective planning application has been submitted to the LDNPA for the revised location of the second Kiosk and the de-contamination shower.

The revised Landscaping Plan for the Waste Water Treatment Plant involved the installation of a section of hedge across the back of the WWTP where the kiosks are visible. The hedge will be 2m high in planters that are .75m high. These will be broken up by the installation of larger trees 4-5m in height (again in .75m planters). In addition to this screening which will be installed at the top of the bank. A new line of hedge whips will be planted part way down the slope to provide additional screening.
Mr S Povey confirmed that if any of the hedges/new larger trees died within the first 5 year period that they would be replaced.

Action: Mr S Povey to confirm this undertaking in writing to the Parish Council.

Mr S Povey confirmed that the planters would be painted in an appropriate colour as decided by the Landscape Architect (Green or Black).

Mr S Povey confirmed that this work could take place within the next 2-4 weeks if the council were happy with the proposals.
Once the works have been completed a revised Landscape plan will be submitted to the LDNPA for approval.

Mr S Povey also confirmed that if it was still required after the hedge/trees had been installed the mirrors could be installed on one/both kiosk to reflect the trees, and if necessary the second kiosk could be painted a darker colour. Both of these additional measures would be considered after the planting had taken place.
Resolved by all councillors present that they fully support this proposed new landscape plan.

Action: Clerk to submit this note of support to the LDNPA when applicable.

Mr S Povey confirmed that he will remain the point of contact for Underskiddaw Parish Council with relation to the Keswick Waste Water Treatment Plan for the future. The project is in the process of being handed over to the on the ground operations team (Christine Flemming) for all on-going and future management.

Cumbria CC Update

Cllr A Bowness informed the council that he had no matters to update the council on. Underskiddaw Parish Council raised the following issues with Cllr Bowness for him to action:

· Condition of the surface of the Millbeck- A591 Road

· Leaf/Road clearing of Raven Lane

· Condition of Gale Road and the Road past Gale Road Car Park which is currently being used by the timber haulage route.

Cllr A Bowness confirmed that he would look into the above, and that any road used as a timber haulage route should be returned to the standard it was before the work started once they leave.

The Clerk informed the meeting that she had spoken with David Atkinson regarding the harvesting from Airplane Wood and asked that haulage route signs be put up to prevent vehicles turning up through Applethwaite or Millbeck.
Action: Clerk to check with Mr Atkinson what the time windows were for the haulage wagons to come through the villages. 
Cllr A Bowness confirmed that at this point in time the CCC would support a move to Unitary Authority status but the borough councils are not interested in pursuing this.

Cllr A Bowness asked for feedback from Underskiddaw Parish Council on the proposed UU pipeline route. Resolved that Underskiddaw Parish Council felt that the pipeline route visit had been useful, however the Parish Council are still disappointed to hear that the A591 will be closed for a protracted period of time. In addition the Council would like to see an off road all user footpath created as part of a community benefits package.
